BLO pulls out a loop, in the next slipped stitch begin, 2sc, (1hdc, 1hdc inc)x3, 1hdc, 2sc, 1ss. Cut the
yarn over and pull it back towards the back at the same stitch as the last slipped stitch.
R6: Undo the chain that was made at the end of R3.
BLO 27ss
Note: Do not cut the yarn, make 1 chain as a fastener for the moment, then more rounds will be
done with this yarn.
