Sinfonia Yarn 100% Mercerized Cotton,
measures approximately 3mm thick and
has 6 strands. Color: Cinnamon 842
(approximately 35g)
Eulali Yarn 100% Mercerized Cotton,
measures approximately 1mm thick and
has 4 strands. Red color
2.5mm hook for both yarns
pink and black sewing thread
Wool Needle
Fine sewing needle
Scissors
Temporary marker
Pins
Glue
Stuffing for amigurumis
Cream and black felt
1 pipe cleaner or wire

R7: (6sc, 1inc)x2 (16)
